GENERAL TERMS AND DIRECTION FOR THE GUIDANCE OF CONTRACT

1. Eligible Tenderswillhave todownloadthetender papersfromthewebsite & drop thefilled tender papers signedwith
sealanddate atevery page alongwith copy of Valid Tradelicense’s, GST & PAN and Credential for satisfactory
completion of similar nature of job amounting to atleast seventy five percent of the job value inasingle tender
from any Government, Govt. undertaking or University of Calcutta in the last three financial year in sealed envelope
inthe Tender box keptin the Office of the undersigned with in the specified time mentioned in the NIT. which will be

opened by the undersigned or by his representative with in the specified time and date mentionedinthe NIT. The

tendered mustwrite the name of the work , NIT no, the date of opening and name of the bidder on the envelop failing

which the tender will not be opened thus will be treated as cancelled.

2. The rate should be quoted after inspection of the site and inclusive of all incidental charges i.e. freight, insurances,
labourinsurances, handling charges, necessary governmenttaxes, duties etc as well as the Water, Electricity charges

which are to be paid as per rules .

3. The contractor shall be responsible to ensure compliance with the provision of minimum wages act 1948 as modified
uptodate andtherulesmadeinrespectofany employees, employed bythe contractor directly orthroughthe petty or
subcontractorforthe purpose of carrying this contract.

5. Liquidateddamagewillbe chargedtothe contractor, iftheyfailto complete the work withinthe stipulatedtime as per
contract@0.01% per day to a maximum limit of 10 % of the contract value .

6. Earnest Money Deposit :Depending on the type of goods to be purchased or work to be done, Earnest Money Deposit (EMD), also
known as Bid Security, may be obtained from the bidders-except those who are registered with National Small Industries Corporation
(NSIC) or MSME to safeguard against a bidder withdrawing/altering his bid during the bid validity period. The bidders are required to
furnish Earnest Money Deposit (EMD) along with their bids. Amount of Earnest Money Deposit (EMD) should be five per cent of the
estimated value of the goods to be purchased or work to be done.

The Earnest Money Deposit (EMD) may be accepted in the form of Account Payee Demand Draft, Banker's Cheque or a Bank
Guarantee in acceptable form from any of the Nationalised Banks, safeguarding the purchaser’s interest in all respects. The Earnest
Money Deposit (EMD) shall remain valid for a period of sixty days beyond the final tender validity period. The Bid Validity Period may
be extended if required.

7. Refund of Earnest Money Deposit (EMD): Earnest Money Deposit (EMD) furnished by all unsuccessful bidders should be

returned to them without any interest whatsoever, at the earliest after the expiry of the final bid validity period but not later than forty
five days after the award of the contract. Earnest Money Deposit (EMD) of the successfultenderer should be returned, without any
interest whatsoever, after receipt of performance security from him as stipulated in the contract.

8. Forfeiture of Earnest Money Deposit (EMD): Earnest Money Deposit (EMD) of a tenderer shall be forfeited, if the tenderer
withdraws or amends its tender or impairs or derogates from the tender in any respect within the period ofvalidity of his tender.
